Friends in Christ,

Our Lord Jesus Christ gave His disciples two jobs to do. You and I are disci-
ples too, and we have inherited from those early disciples and through the gen-
erations of saints who have preceded us these two same tasks.

1) The Great Commission.
Matthew 28:16-20

Jesus told His disciples to go make more disciples from every nation. There
are two tools for carrying out this work, Holy Baptism and “teaching them to
observe everything.” What a shame so many in the Christian Church today do
not share their faith with unbelievers! Some even believe they should not
share their faith with others. Have you ever told someone about God’s love in
Christ? It is an exhilarating experience. Most people you know do not know
their sins have been forgiven through Christ’s sacrifice on the cross. How will
they ever know if you do not tell them?

2) The Great Commandment.
Matthew 22:34-40

Jesus taught His disciples that the best expression of faith is love for God
above all things. When you think about His great love for us in sending Jesus
to suffer and die on our behalf, what other response could there be? He tells
quite clearly how we are to live — pure devotion for Him in all things we do.
But the Great Commandment has two parts. His command to love God above
all things means that quite naturally we will love others too. If God loves oth-
ers so much that He sent His Son to die for them just as He did for you, who
are you not to love others as well? We are not more important than God, so we
must do as He did.
